PRIVACY POLICY

Thank you for choosing to be part of our community at Atleta Network Ltd. (together with our affiliates, “Company,” “we,” “us,” or “our”). We are committed to protecting your information. This Privacy Policy applies to all information collected through our online platforms, including https://atleta.network (the “Site”), and any related websites, mobile applications, products, services, events, or sales that reference this Privacy Policy (collectively, the “Services”).
When you access or use our Services, you trust us with your information. In this Privacy Policy, we describe how we collect, use, store, and share your information and what rights you have in relation to it. If you do not agree with any term in this Privacy Policy, please discontinue access to or use of our Services.
1. What kinds of information do we collect?
1.1 Information you provide us
• Direct Interactions: At present, we do not require you to provide personal information (such as name, email address, physical address, or financial details) to browse our Site. However, if you choose to contact us or voluntarily provide personal information (e.g., via email inquiries, feedback forms, or event registrations), we will collect whatever information you submit.
• Potential KYC/AML: In the future, if we are required by law (e.g., anti-money laundering (“AML”) or know-your-customer (“KYC”) obligations) or choose to enable certain blockchain/token transactions, we may request additional identity documents or verification information. We will update this Privacy Policy if such data collection becomes relevant.
1.2 Information we automatically collect
· Device Data: We may automatically collect certain technical information about your device, such as your IP address, browser and device characteristics, operating system, language preferences, and referral URLs. 
· Usage Data: We may log information about how you use our Services, including the date/time of your visits, pages viewed, features used, links clicked, and other actions.
· Cookies & Similar Technologies: We may use cookies, web beacons, pixel tags, or similar tracking technologies to collect data about your interactions with our Services. This helps us analyze usage trends and personalize your experience. You can typically control cookie preferences through your browser settings, although certain features of the Services may become unavailable if you disable cookies.
By accessing, using, or interacting with our Services, you expressly consent to the collection, use, storage, and sharing of your information as described in this Privacy Policy. If you do not agree with any term in this Privacy Policy, you must immediately discontinue all access to and use of our Services.

1.3 Information related to public blockchain networks
If you interact with any blockchain, please note that public blockchain data (including wallet addresses, transaction history, and balances) is inherently public and not controlled by us. We do not store or control private keys. Any transaction data on a public ledger is permanently and immutably available to third parties who can access the blockchain.

1.4 Information from third parties
· Service Providers: We may receive information from third-party vendors that help us analyze usage or facilitate aspects of our Services (e.g., hosting, analytics, event management).
· Public Sources: We may gather publicly available information from blockchains or open websites, but we do not typically associate it with specific individuals unless necessary for compliance or troubleshooting.
2. How do we use this information?
2.1 Provide and Improve Services
· Enable you to access and use our Site and any related features.
· Maintain, customize, and improve the performance and functionality of the Services.
· Process and complete any potential transactions (e.g., if future event registrations, ticketing, or NFT sales are introduced).
2.2 Compliance with Legal Obligations
· Comply with applicable laws, regulations, and legal processes.
· Satisfy AML/KYC requirements if mandated by law or relevant to future token sales or blockchain functionalities.
2.3 Fraud Prevention and Safety
· Detect, investigate, and prevent activities that may be unauthorized, malicious, or illegal, including cyberattacks and scams.
· Enforce our Terms of Use and protect the rights, property, or safety of our users, the Company, or the public.
2.4 Marketing and Communications
· If you opt in or express an interest, we may send you promotional materials or marketing communications regarding new products, services, features, or upcoming events.
· You can unsubscribe from marketing emails at any time by following the instructions in those messages or contacting us directly.
2.5 Event Organization
· If we host or co-host physical or virtual events (e.g., hackathons, conferences), we may process personal information to manage registration, ticketing, or post-event communications.
2.6 Research and Analytics
· Analyze usage trends, measure campaign effectiveness, and improve our overall service offerings, sometimes working with analytics partners.
· Use aggregated or anonymized data that does not identify any particular individual.
2.7 With Your Consent
· If you specifically consent to another use of your data not covered above, we may process or share it for that particular purpose.
3. How do we share this information?
3.1 Service Providers and Professional Advisors
We may share data with third-party providers that help us run our Services (e.g., hosting, analytics, payment processors, event organizations), as well as with professional advisors (lawyers, accountants, auditors) if necessary for business operations.
3.2 Compliance with Laws and Law Enforcement
We may disclose information to comply with legal requests or processes (e.g., subpoenas, court orders, government demands) or to meet AML/KYC obligations if required. We may share data if we believe disclosure is necessary or appropriate to protect our rights, investigate fraud, or ensure the safety of our users.
3.3 Affiliates
We may share information with our affiliates (entities under common ownership or control) for purposes consistent with this Privacy Policy.
3.4 Business Transactions
If we enter into or negotiate a merger, consolidation, acquisition, restructuring, sale of assets, financing, bankruptcy, or other corporate change, user information may be transferred or disclosed as part of the transaction.
3.5 Event Partners
If we co-organize or co-sponsor events, we may share relevant participant data with such partners to manage the event, ticketing, or promotions.
3.6 Other Users
Certain features (e.g., public forums, chat rooms, or public blockchain data) may enable you to share information with other users. Any content you post or share in such areas could be accessible to anyone who uses or views the Services.
3.7 With Your Consent
We may share your personal information with other parties if you expressly consent to or request such sharing.
3.8 Aggregated or Anonymized Data
We may share aggregated or anonymized information (i.e., data that does not identify you personally) with third parties for marketing, advertising, research, or other lawful uses.
4. International transfers
We and our service providers may process or store your information in various countries, which may have data protection laws that are different from the laws of your jurisdiction. By using our Services, you consent to the transfer of your information to countries outside your country of residence, where different data protection standards may apply.
5. Retention
We retain your information only for as long as is necessary to fulfill the purposes for which it was collected, unless a longer retention period is required or permitted by law (for example, for legal, tax, accounting, or compliance reasons). We may also retain aggregated or anonymized data indefinitely.
6. How do we secure this information?
We employ reasonable organizational, technical, and administrative measures designed to protect the information we collect. However, no security system is impenetrable, and we cannot guarantee the security of your information against all threats. You are responsible for maintaining the security of any credentials or private keys related to blockchain transactions, and we cannot recover lost private keys.
7. Minors
We do not knowingly solicit data from or market to individuals under 18 years of age. By using the Services, you represent that you are at least 18. If we become aware that a minor under 18 has provided personal information, we will delete such data. 8. Your choices
8.1 Access, Update, or Delete

8.1. Exercising Your Rights. To exercise your rights under applicable law (such as access, correction, deletion, or data portability), you must submit a verifiable request to us by contacting us at support@atleta.network. We will respond within the timeframe required by law.
8.2. Verification. We cannot respond to your request or provide you with information if we cannot verify your identity and confirm that the personal information relates to you. The process for verification may involve requesting additional information from you.
8.3. Limitations. Your rights are not absolute and are subject to certain exceptions. For example, we may retain information as necessary to comply with legal obligations, complete transactions, or maintain security.
